Literacy  

You will learn to read and write by learning to  

recognise the sounds in words. 

Mathematics 

This means you will learn the importance of numbers 
and the kind of activities you might do look like 

In school you will learn lots of new things in a similar way as you might have done 
at home or at nursery. You will learn from carpet time activities, working with grown 

ups and by learning with your friends.

You will begin to 
think about how things work and learn about

You will  listen to music and learn to create and perform 
your own music.

make your own pictures and models.

Physical Development 

In school you will practise controlling 
your body so that you can move 

around safely and also use tools like 
scissors and pencils.  We have 2 les-
sons of PE as well as our own outdoor 

area to play lots of games.   

 

Personal, Social and Emotional Development 

This means you will learn to work well with others 
by following the rules of school, playing nicely, 

asking  for help when you need it as well as being 
able to get to the toilet at the right times.

School Day — Morning 
We have little pictures on the board to  help you know what is happening during the day.  This is

Finally, it will be time to sing the goodbye song and go home.

At snack time we give you a piece of fruit. You can 
have a drink of water at any time but at snack time 

we all have a drink of water or milk.     



Lunch Time 

At lunch time we wash our hands. Your teacher will tell you what is for lunch 
and take you to the dining room. They will stay with you to make sure there is 

something you like. There are usually 3 choices of warm food and lots of delicious 
salads to choose from the salad bar and a yummy dessert. 



Home Time 

Your parents or carers will come to collect you 
at 3.20pm.  They will wait by your classroom 
door and your teacher call your name when 
they spot your grown –up. It is very important
