We explore and analyse texts to develop all strands of reading comprehension and use modelling, shared writing and ‘Thinking Map’ strategies to plan, edit and improve 

writing. We compose shared success criteria using the ‘Who, What, How’ strategy, with audience and purpose at the heart of writing tasks.
